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Sightseeings of Sergiev Posad and its surroundings

Holy Trinity St. Sergius Lavra is a monastery founded by reverend St. Sergius of Radonezh in the
14th century and received in the XVIII century the title of Lavra for its beauty, wealth and merits
before the state. Beginning with a small church and a single cell cut down by the reverend monk
Sergius, the monastery eventually became the most beautiful monastery in the North-Eastern
Russia, a monument of world significance and the center of Orthodoxy.

Gethsemane Chernigov small monastery (skete) is located on the eastern outskirts of Sergiev
Posad, on the shore of Skitskiy pond. The beginning of this small monastery belongs to the 1840s
when the blessed Philip began to dig underground cells in the likeness of the caves of the Kiev
Lavra. As at the beginning of the XX century, so as now the Chernigov skete is not inferior to the
Lavra according to the number of visitors.

The waterfall Gremyachy spring is the only waterfall in the Moscow region, located 15 km east
of Sergiev Posad. According to the legend this spring appeared more than 600 years ago from a
lightning strike at the prayer of the reverend St. Sergius of Radonezh when he visited this place.
The chapel and the commemorative sign established on the bank of the Lyapinka River remind us
about that.

Toy Museum.

The museum stores more than 30 thousand toys of different peoples of the world. Among them
there are archaeological finds, toys of different countries and peoples, children's furniture,
dishes, portraits of the XVII-XX centuries. The museum contains the richest collection of the
Sergiev Posad toy, here you can see the earliest example of the Russian Matryoshka doll which
was performed by the turner V.P. Zvezdochkin. The collection of children toys the last Russian
Emperor Nicholas Il occupies a special place.

The source of Savva Storozhevsky was extracted by the reverend Savva from the depths of the
earth, 150 meters from the monastery walls by the prayer at the Trinity Sergius Lavra, and it is
located 700 meters from the central entrance of the Lavra, on the right bank of the stream. Many
pilgrims come here for holy water to pray in the wooden chapel set in the nineties of the last
century in this place and plunge into the equipped font, divided into male and female, with large
dressing rooms.

The museum complex ""Horse Yard" is located in one of the most picturesque corners of the city,
on the banks of the White Pond and is listed among the most important architectural monuments
of Sergiev Posad. It was laid in 1790. After 1918 the nationalized buildings of the Horse Yard
allocated between various organizations, gradually came to an emergency state and were revived
by the efforts of the Historical and art reserve museum of the Sergiev Posad. Significant
assistance in the restoration of the Horse Yard was rendered by the Trinity St. Sergius Lavra. In
the halls of the Horse Yard the example of the archaeological finds presented here is the 6th
millennium BC. - | thousand AD one can imagine the daily life and beliefs of our distant
ancestors, and he can be surprised at how Russian peasants decorated the life of the 19th and
early 20th centuries, admire the original peasant suits and headdresses, admire the works of
decorative and applied art of masters of Khokhloma, Zhostov, Gzhel, Gorodtsa and others
numerous art centers in Russia. The Horse Yard is open to visitors and waiting for guests.

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Fire Safety Rules at «Posadsky» Hotel
Dear guests!
Please observe the fire safety regulations.:

e Use gas equipment.

e Use fire extinguishing agents for other purposes.

¢ No need to open fire shields.

If this is your first visit to the hotel, please try to remember the location of the exits
and stairs and familiarize yourself with the evacuation rules..

In case of a fire in your room:

o Immediately report the incident to the fire department by calling 101 or 112.

o If it is not possible to extinguish the fire on your own, leave the room and close the
door without locking it, and activate the fire alarm system by turning on the manual
fire detector.

e Be sure to report the fire to the floor attendant or another member of the
administration.

o Leave the danger zone and follow the instructions of the administration or fire
department.

In case of a fire outside your room:

¢ Immediately report the incident to the fire department by calling 101 or 112.

e Leave your room after closing the windows and doors, and exit the building.

e If the corridors and stairwells are heavily smoked and it is not possible to leave the
room, stay in your room. A closed and well-sealed door can protect you from
dangerous temperatures for a long time. To avoid smoke poisoning, cover cracks and
vents with wet towels and bedding, protect your respiratory system with a damp
cloth, and do not open the window (if necessary, briefly open it).

¢ Inform the administration of your location by phone.

e If you notice a distinctive smell of burning wire insulation or any other burning smell,
immediately inform the administration.

Standard "*Storage of Guests' Valuables and Luggage™

Luggage room.

Only guests who have stayed at the hotel (after check-out) or guests who have booked a room and
are waiting to check in can use the short-term storage service. The storage period does not exceed 12

hours..

When receiving guests' belongings for short-term storage, the front desk staff (administrator) or
security staff checks the guest's basic information, such as their name, room number, number of pieces
of luggage, and the duration of the luggage storage. The staff then opens the luggage room and allows

the guest to place their luggage independently..

Storage of hand luggage (bags, briefcases, and suitcases) is free for up to two pieces. Storage of

larger items is not available.

The staff of the luggage room is forbidden to accept:

e products;

¢ flammable and toxic items;

e items of known high value;

o fragile items;

e large-sized items (for example, furniture...);
e Valuables.

When receiving luggage, the guest approaches the reception desk, gives the room number and
surname. The receptionist (administrator) or security officer opens the luggage room and allows the

guest to collect the luggage independently.

If there is any doubt about the guest's luggage, certain formalities must be followed:

e The front desk staff must inform the head of the reception and accommodation department, as well
as the hotel's security department, about the incident;

o Ask the guest to describe the contents of their luggage in detail and provide information about their
previous or current stay at the hotel;

e make a copy of the client's identification document.

Luggage is issued to the guest only after it has been established that the guest is the legal owner of
the luggage. Luggage can only be issued to representatives of the company or other persons at the

request of the client if the client has a power of attorney for the luggage owner..



Individual cells at the reception.

An individual safe at the reception is one of the ways to store small valuable items. They are
located in the reception area. The safe can be opened with a key that is issued to the guest.

When using an individual cell, a number of formalities must be followed and relevant
documentation must be maintained.
The provision of individual cells for customers should be organized as follows:

Customer service is the responsibility of the receptionist (administrator). Security is monitored by

the security officer.

One cell is allocated for storing the keys to all individual cells (service cell). The keys are stored in

a sealed pencil case (duplicates and keys to unoccupied deposit cells).

When a guest contacts the reception desk to request an individual safe, the receptionist must verify
that the guest is a resident of the hotel. It is important to provide the guest with detailed instructions on

how to use the individual safe.

When a guest visits the vault for the first time, the administrator must do the following:

e open the service cell and remove the box of cell keys;

¢ to make a new registration form for the use of individual cell, indicating the number of the individual
cell provided to the guest, the guest's surname and name, room number, permanent address. Give
the form to the guest to sign;

e close the individual cell together with the client, and the key is given to the client;

e place the completed form and the box with the keys to the empty cells in the service cell and lock it;

e remove the box with the keys to the empty cells and place it in the service cell.

To gain further access to the reception area to the individual cell, the guest must present the key.
When the guest's final visit to the individual cell, the administrator must ensure that all valuables are
removed by the guest from the cell and are in full safety. To confirm that the guest has no complaints,
his signature on the registration form is required.

Next, you need to put the key you received from the guest back in its original place, i.e. in the box
with the keys to the empty lockers. Seal the box with the keys and place it back in the service locker
along with the folder containing the registration forms, and close the door.

For security purposes, the area where individual cells are located should be monitored by video
cameras.
Using an individual safe is a free service included in the room rate.

The penalty for losing the cell key is 1,000 rubles.

3. Accommodation at the «Posadsky» Hotel is available according to the check-in system:

Check-in time is from 15:00 local time
Check-out time is 12:00 local time

4. 1If the Guest agrees to these rules and registers at the «Posadsky» Hotel, the contract for hotel
services is considered to be concluded.

Procedure for booking and paying for a room at the Hotel:

1. A room at the Hotel is provided upon presentation of an identity document, as well as other
documents required for the registration of a citizen in accordance with the current legislation
of the Russian Federation. Such documents are:

o For a citizen of the Russian Federation - A passport of a citizen of the Russian Federation

or a foreign passport of a citizen of the Russian Federation (for a person permanently
residing outside the Russian Federation);

o For a foreign citizen - A passport of a foreign citizen, a visa or electronic visa (if
required), a migration card, a residence permit;

o For a stateless person: a document issued by a foreign state and recognized by the
Russian Federation under an international treaty as a document ymoctoBepsirommii
JMYHOCTH Jiniia 0e3 rpaxkmaHcTa (Stateless Person's Passport), a temporary residence
permit for a stateless person, or a residence permit for a stateless person;

o For citizens under the age of 14, the documents required are a birth certificate and
identification documents for the parents (adoptive parents, guardians) or close relatives
accompanying the child..

o For citizens between the ages of 14 and 18, a Russian Federation passport and a power of
attorney from their parents (adoptive parents, guardians) allowing them to travel without
an escort.

2. Accommodation and services at the Hotel are charged at free (contractual) prices approved
by the management of Center Posad LLC, and are calculated according to the single billing
hour. For stays of less than 24 hours (1 day), the fee is charged per day, regardless of the
time of check-in and check-out.

In the event of a guest's delayed departure after the established check-out time, the following
procedure applies to the accommodation fee:

o from 12:00 to 17:59 — 50% of the previous day's cost;

o from 18:00 to 23:59 - 100% payment of the previous day's cost;;

In case of early check-in before the established check-out time, the following procedure applies:

o from 00:00 to 05:59 — 100% payment of the previous day's cost;
o from 06:00 to 14:59 - 50% of the previous day's cost;

charged at 100% of the room rate per day.

All payments are made in rubles. The following cards are accepted for payment: VISA,
Mastercard, Maestro, MIR.

There is no charge for children under 3 years of age in family accommodation without a bed.
Children over 3 years of age in an extra bed are charged additionally.

After 22:00, guests who are not staying in the room will be charged the cost of an extra bed
per person.

When making payments with a discount (seasonal discounts, special offers), the following
rules apply: discounts are only available on the open rate when booking directly through the
hotel (without the services of booking/travel companies); discounts are not cumulative;
discounts are only available on accommodation.

The room key is issued upon presentation of the guest card in the quantity agreed by the
Parties.

In case of untimely cancellation of the reservation (less than 24 hours), late arrival or non-
arrival of the guest, the guest or the customer will be charged for the actual downtime of the
room at the rate of its cost per day. In case of late arrival more than 24 hours, the guest is
obliged to pay for the actual downtime of the room of the non-arrived days.

Hotel accommodation policy:

. Residents are required to:

e take good care of the Hotel's property and equipment;

e keep clean and tidy;

e Within an hour after checking into the room, the Guest has the right to inform the
administrator of the reception and accommodation service of the Hotel (reception) about
the damage to the items of equipment, equipment and decoration of the Hotel room. In
the absence of the specified statement and the Hotel administration finds damage, loss or
damage to the property of the Hotel upon the Guest's departure, the Guest compensates
for the damage caused to the Hotel in accordance with the legislation of the Russian
Federation.

The amount of damage is determined by the prices specified in the Hotel's
approved Price List, or, if the damaged property is not listed in the Price List, the damage
is compensated according to the market value of the lost/damaged property at the time of
compensation.;

electrical appliances, and lock the room..

In case of violation of this obligation, the Hotel
reserves the right to contact law enforcement agencies to bring the guest to administrative
liability for smoking (including vapes, electronic cigarettes, 1QOS) in unauthorized
places. In this case, if the Hotel is held administratively liable due to the aforementioned
violation by the guest (and/or persons invited by him/her) of the established tobacco
smoking ban on the Hotel premises, the Hotel reserves the right to demand from the
aforementioned guest compensation to the Hotel for the amount of the fine imposed on
the Hotel by the competent state authorities. By this, the Guest confirms that he/she is
also aware that smoking in the room will entail the need for the guest to compensate the

Hotel for damages in the form of costs for additional special cleaning of the room

(extensive airing, use of odor absorbers, washing of curtains, tulle, textiles) in the amount

of 5000 rubles.

Accommodation with pets on the hotel grounds is only
allowed in Single Standard, Superior, and Family rooms upon prior approval from the
hotel administration and upon signing the "Rules for Accommodation of Guests with Pets
at the Posadsky Hotel." Pets include cats and dogs (up to 8 kg).

. If damage is caused to the Hotel, the Guest is financially responsible.
. The Hotel is responsible for the loss, shortage, or damage of guests' belongings that have

been brought to the Hotel, except for money, other currency valuables, securities, and other
precious items. An item that has been brought to the Hotel is considered to be an item
entrusted to the Hotel's staff or an item placed in a hotel room or other designated area. The
Hotel is responsible for the loss of money, other currency valuables, securities, and other
valuables belonging to the guest, provided that they were accepted for safekeeping by the
Hotel or placed by the guest in an individual safe provided by the Hotel, regardless of
whether the safe is located in the guest's room or in another area of the Hotel. The Hotel is
not responsible for the loss of the contents of such a safe if it can prove that the conditions of
safekeeping made it impossible or impossible for anyone to access the safe without the
guest's knowledge.
A guest who discovers the loss, theft, or damage of their belongings must immediately
inform the Hotel administration. Otherwise, the Hotel will not be held responsible for the
loss of the guest's belongings.
The Hotel is not responsible in the event of force majeure circumstances that result in the
Hotel's guests being left without power, water supply, or water consumption. However, the
Hotel is obligated to take measures to provide power and water consumption to the Hotel's
guests as much as possible.
The Hotel Administration reserves the right to visit the room without the guest's consent in
case of technical problems in the room, smoke, fire, flooding, as well as in case of the
guest's violation of these rules of accommodation, public order, and the rules of using
household appliances;
In case of finding forgotten items, the administration takes measures to return them to their
owners. Items forgotten by guests are kept at the Hotel for:
e Food products with opened packaging are subject to disposal. If the packaging of food
products is intact and the storage conditions of these products are at a positive

If a Guest
repeatedly violates the internal rules of accommodation at the Hotel and does not respond to
the demands of the administration and/or law enforcement officers, resulting in material
damage or causing inconvenience to other guests, the Hotel has the right to refuse to provide
services to the Guest and to evict them from the Hotel.

If the Guest returns
fewer keys than were issued to them upon check-in, the Posadsky Hotel will charge the
Guest the cost of 1 key, which is at least 500 (five hundred) rubles..
